The children and the parents are welcomed every day, as they arrive at the modest
entrance hall and by all the staff, (Sister, the teachers and the helpers) and each teacher
guides the children to go to their respective classes till the bell rings, then they are brought
for the assembly and the daily program continues. Our teachers are very co-operative and
take keen interest in the children and their growth and they are attached to the institution.

In order to help in the development of each child, Sr. Gisele, visits the families of the
children and works together to improve the situation. The parents are invited regularly to
discuss with the teacher and work together to help the weak students. The staffs do not
miss any opportunity to help the parents for the all around development of their children.
They are all taught singing, dancing and sports according to their age group. As and when,
they come across problem in families; there is possibility of individual counselling.

We utilize 2% of our income for the poor patients. This year 72 patients were given total
free service and 252 Patients given 50% concession.

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Couples are guided and explained about
the infertility management and specific
treatment also help them to deal with
the emotional stress.

2. LITTLE FLOWER HEALTH CENTRE

Little Flower Health Center is situated in a village surrounded by many villages , the Centre
is specialized for Snakebite treatment, patients bitten by the snakes come to the centre from
far and near villages and even referred from some centers and hospitals.

Patients are admitted in the health Centre and treated; some of them have to remain for 8 to
10 days according to the seriousness of the case. The very poor are freely treated for the
snake bite cases even though the injections are very expensive. Most snake bite cares belong
to migrant farm workers .
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The centre also is running OPD from Monday to Saturday. A good number of patients
benefited from the treatment for the common diseases specially skin disease.

Medical Camp- A medical Camp was organised in collaboration with Dayasagar Hospital
for the women of our village on 19" November 2019, nearly 150 women participated. Free
check up and medications were provided and PAP Smear test taken for the early detection of
Cancer.
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3. Karuna Niwas Dispensary —

Karuna Niwas Dispensary runs an OPD from 8.00 am to 2.00pm. Two sisters - Sr.
Aloysious Michael & Sr. Mary Damien work in the dispensary. Patients from near & far
away villages especially poor women & children are treated here for general ailments like
cough & cold, fever, gastrointestinal disorders, jaundice, typhoid and Rheumatism. Patients
are advised to do the blood test & other tests to diagnose the disease properly. Herbal
treatment for jaundice is also given. Special treatment is given to the infertility cases.
Majority of those who took the treatment from here are blessed with babies. Dr. Aruna Patil
from Nagpur is the visiting doctor. She visits whenever possible. Providence School children
& staff are also beneficiaries of the Dispensary. Awareness on personal hygiene &
cleanliness of the surrounding is given to the women. Sisters visit the houses of the patients
& listen to their problems & help them to solve their problems as far as possible.

During the Year 2019-20, 3876 patients took treatment from here.

1. Asha Kiran, Paned, PEN

Asha Kiran works for the empowerment of the poor, the oppressed, the children and
women through education and awareness, especially for the tribal and marginalized of Pen
and Khalapur talukas at Raigad district, Maharashtra state.

The centre’s main concern is for the holistic development of the children and women. We
are working in 12 tribal villages. We have supplementary classes in 10 villages, there are
250 students.

The centre is fully involved in various programs such as women empowerment through
education, Livelihood programs for SHGs for women, animation programmes, health and
hygiene, applications for Government schemes such as Ration cards, Caste certificate, Adhar
cards, widow and old age pension for villagers.

Areas of works:-Women Empowerment:

We have 25 Self Help Groups in 12 villages numbering 510 women. Women were given
motivation and guidance on Livelihood. They are progressing with small scale income
generating activities - like goat rearing, vegetable cultivation, and other edible grain products.
They have gained confidence to handle their village issues such as Ration, water problem and
Government schemes etc. Now Shree Ganesh Krupa SHGs 10 women are regular to make
Ragi Papad, Maulted Ragi flour, Pickle, Nutri Mix, and organic Turmeric powder etc... SHGs
women are happy, self-confident and enthusiastic to continue to the livelihood work.

Education: Supplementary class for tribal students:

In 10 Tribal villages Supplementary classes are conducted regularly for 270 Kathkari children from
the age group of 3-14 years .Teachers are entrusted to coach these children before they attend
Government schools. Every Saturday in 7 villages students aging from 8-14 are trained for Balsansad
(children’s parliament). Through various classes and extra-curricular activities they are motivated for
education, health, good leadership, carrier guidance, exposure to Hospitals and Government offices.

Village teacher’s training at Asha Kiran:

There are 10 teachers in tribal Villages. Teachers are given training in Asha Kiran centre every
month on creative method of teaching, child -psychology , Marathi, English and handicraft. Every
month meeting is conducted for planning and evaluation of tribal villages. They teach the students
before they go to Government Schools. Teachers are also involved in social activities of the villages
run by the centre.

Health:

Health check up is carried out in the Tribal villages for the villagers and students by Doctors of
Primary health centres, directing them to proper Doctors for proper treatments. We propagate herbal
medicines for the people through awareness class and encourage them to plant herbal garden. We
prepare edible products such as Nutri powder and Laddoo.
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19.11.2019 Health awareness for women Net work with Health Promotion Trust, Mumbai
Asha Kiran Welfare Centre :

To cater to the Girl's education Asha Kiran started a girl’s boarding. At present we have 17 tribal
children in our boarding. They are studying in Asha Kiran English Medium School and are faring
excellently well. They are provided a Home away from Home where they are given special remedial
classes so that they can cope with the regular schools. We provide for their all around development.
The focus of the Sisters is on providing quality education for the children so that they can enter the
mainstream.

All of them are tribals- some of the are Kathkari tribal children from the villages , mountains and
hillocks of Pen- Raigad area; and the rest of these poor children are tribal migrants, whose parents
have migrated to these areas from Orissa, Bihar, Chattishgad, Bengal etc in order to earn for their
livelihood. They are working in the Poultry Farms as bonded labours with meagre salary, and with
dilapidated accommodation in the poultry Farm Houses in the interior villages where there are no
schools and health care facilities.

Boarding children are given regular Yoga exercises in the morning. Guided studies, patriotic dances
during recreation through Mass Media and competitions of all sorts. Thus training them in gaining
self -confidence in all aspects of life.

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2. CONVENT OF MARY IMMACULATE

Sr. Rekha was one of the resource persons for a 3 days youth seminar in St. Xavier
Chhindwara. She inculcated in the young people how to be responsible citizens and how to
face challenges of the present time. She also had been to different schools in Betul, Amla,
Pen, and Jaithala to encourage and motivate teachers and students to be responsible leaders.
This year in July 3 sisters attended legal aid seminar by Adv. Fr. P.D. Mathew in the Nagpur
centre. It was very informative and helpful. During this year Sr. Joyce and Sr.Mary Augustin
visited Asha our orphan girl who is married to James in Aurangabad as she was not keeping
well. Some of our orphan girls married to different places like: Shobha and Anita with their
families from Rajastan, Asha Malve from Indore and Shanta and children from Akola came
to spend few days of holidays with us. They are doing well in their respective places.

Some of the children adopted from here in France and Belgium in the earlier years paid visit
and spent few days with us. They are Adhiti with her husband, Anil a journalist, Geetha with
her husband, and Nirdosh an IIT personnel. They were happy to see their native place and
spend some time. Mr. Barth and Mrs. Clara, the adoptive parents of Ms. Noel (adopted from
here) had come from Belgium to visit us. They were very happy to have adopted Noel, who is
married and has two kids and they are doing well.

The departmental reports are as follows:

> Maria Niwas Welfare Centre:

The academic Year 2019-2020 began on 28" June 2019. Some of the
Students deprived of their homes were in the boarding and the old students who are very
poor & had no house facilities also were with us during summer vacation. The other old
students from poor families came back to study in the boarding. There are 6 rag picker’s
children and two children from the street. Few new students also joined during the session
2019. At present there are 41 students studying from classes KG to 10,

This year there are 6 students appearing for 10" exam. Among the students very few are
sponsored for their studies. Sometimes some generous and well wishers provide financial aid
on the occasion of their birthdays or death anniversary or any such event, for their
maintenance, food, study materials. They are well looked after by two sisters and two helpers.
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To create interest for studies we also arrange for memory improvement class, to improve

their memory.

The children have to follow the day’s activities according to the time timetable- i.e. Study,
Personal work, cleaning and recreation. Through this we try to inculcate in them discipline,
moral values & sense of responsibility thus helping them to become good citizens of the
society.

In the month of July 2019 Sr. Merceline and Sr. Aruna had taken class on personal
hygiene, need of respect towards parents, teachers and one another and the need for study.
One teacher comes to mind their study from 3.30pm to 6pm.We also encourage the students
in their performance.

In October the manager of the family court Mrs. Rasihka Kasthuri visited
the boarding and spent an hour with the children. She spoke on the motivational plan
for the future. She guided them how to plan for future. She took special interest in
each child to know their aim and motivated them how to go ahead and fulfill their
dreams.

After the second semester exam the students who passed all the subjects were
given gifts to encourage them also to motivate others to study well and bring good
result.

Month of February Sr. Archana took tuition classes for 10" class students in the
boarding. All the students of boarding were sent for school picnic to enjoy and to
refresh themselves.

» Mary Immaculate Hostel:

In June 2019 as the academic year started some of the Providence D.Ed students and
school students took admission in the hostel. All together there were 35 students. Among
them 7 students are from Providence school, 4 are going to other school and college outside.
About 4-5 students were for a short period to complete their studies. So the total strength was
fluctuating. Most of the students are from poor as well as middle class families. 10 students
from poor and broken families were given concession. 4 students were helped by some kind
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benefactors. There are two sisters to take care of them as well as two housekeepers. Some of
the students from broken families who were facing problems were given counseling and they

are doing well now.

The aim of the hostel is to promote mutual affection and motivate them to be well mannered
and disciplined and become responsible citizens in the society. All the common festivals are
celebrated in the hostel like Diwali and Christmas. December 8! is celebrated as Hostel Day.
These days they make it as a cultural event, perform varieties of meaningful cultural
programs. They were taken for a picnic to Dwarka to promote togetherness and community
feeling. They enjoyed and relaxed that day. It was a memorable event this year.

» F.C. Report of the Beneficiaries 2019-20

Maria Nivas Boarding is taking care of 41 children. They are cared for their schooling,
boarding and maintenance. We receive part financial help from following associations:-

1. Enfance du Monde Rayon de Soleil : This group is helping 55 students. Among them
some are staying in Maria Niwas Boarding, few are in another hostels and some are
staying at home and doing higher studies.

2. Rayon de Soliel de I enfant Etranger: They are helping the students who are in the
boarding only.

3. France Parraiages: They help only one girl studying in 12% class. She stays in another
hostel. This girl is an orphan who has two brothers and one sister. She is the eldest.
Others are placed in different hostels. She is good in studies and in sports. Since she is
the eldest she has the responsibility of taking care of her siblings. We hope with the
generous help of this association we may be able to uplift these less privileged
children of our society.
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Three of the Nursing students have just completed their training. They are motivated to help
other needy students in their turn as they get employed. They expressed their willingness
joyfully. We are indebted to these associations who extend their generous hand in helping the
unfortunate children of our society.

3. Holy Family Convent.

On 26™ June 2019 Sisters and staff welcomed our children who had gone home for summer
vacation with Chandan and flower.

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4. VishwodayaCentre :

Vishwodaya work towards the empowerment and development of the poor, the women and
young girls. Round the year the Sisters visit families in and around Vishwodaya and in the
rural set up and renders medical, educational, psychological and social services to the
families in need.

" Throughout the year every 3%
Sunday of the month the HIV
patients are helped with medical
support and grains. 50 patients have
regularly benefited from this
program. Dr.Khandekar a
Homeopathic Doctor diagnoses the
patients and provides homeopathy
medicine. Vishwodaya pays
Rs.100/- per patient to doctor.

To aid the patients a special protein

powder is prepared at Vishwodaya Wthh is distributed to the patients on regular basis every
month.

At the
beginning of the Acedemic year 23 HIV
positive schooling children both boys and girls were given educational support with books
and necessary study material for the year.

Vishwodaya met the expenses of medical treatment of an HIV patient Miss.Kajal who was
very seriously injured due to a bull’s attack in her locality.

Skill trainings for Tailoring, Beauty Culture and Nursing assistant course are conducted
during the year with the aim to help drop out girls and women from lower strata of the
society. The Instructors for this courses are paid by Vishwodaya as skill trainings are
facilitated to the needy students at a very minimum pay.
